9th Progress report on the SME participation in FP7
9th Progress Report on SME participation in the Seventh Framework Programme for Research & Technological Development (FP7) / 2007 - 30 September 2012 EU research funding for SMEs under FP7's Cooperation Programme beyond target and still on the rise.

This Progress Report analyses SME participation in grant agreements that have been signed up to the end of September 2012. In the previous report – the eighth SME progress report published in January 2012 – it was reported for the first time that the 15% target had been reached with 15.2% of the total Cooperation Programme used budget going to SMEs. This figure has further increased, to an extent that today the percentage of used Cooperation programme budget going to SMEs has reached 16.3%, which represents about 3 Billion Euros total.

The proportion of Cooperation programme funding going to SMEs continues to rise
The 9th SME progress report, reveals that SMEs have received 16.3% of Cooperation programme research funding as of the end of September 2012, up from 15.2% in January. The primary reason for this increase is the SME-friendly measures that were applied in 2011 and 2012. The aim of these biannual progress reports is to monitor the participation of SMEs in the Cooperation programme (2007-2012), which is part of the Seventh Framework Programme (FP7). The figure of 16.3%, which equates to about EUR 3 billion, demonstrates that the 15% formal target that was set for FP7 in a Council decision has now been significantly surpassed.

Fragkiskos Archontakis, Policy Officer at DG for Research and Innovation, emphasises: ‘As innovative SMEs are an important engine of job creation, economic growth in the EU, it was important to recognise their merits, give them more chances to benefit from EU funding, especially given the challenging economic context. Since last year, SMEs have increasingly benefited from the Cooperation programme, which is for us confirmation that we support those who need it most. The 16.3% figure shows that when the right conditions are in place, there are SMEs out there interested in programmes connected to research & innovation.’

The impact of strengthening measures: The increase of the proportion of funding going to SMEs is due primarily to the implementation of strengthening measures in the calls for the 2011 and 2012 work programmes (WP 2011 & WP 2012). These measures were designed to create an environment which would enable more SMEs to take part in RTD projects,  SMEs have responded well to them. Before the measures were implemented, it was not certain to what extent the response would be positive. Recent figures show that SMEs active in the field of certain FP7 thematic priorities have benefited from more than double the funding that they had before.’ 

In WP 2012 there were more than 90 research topics that specifically addressed SMEs. The increase is significant, especially for the themes HEALTH, KBBE (food, agriculture, fisheries, biotechnology) and ENV (environment research).

This CRF II report represents the unfiltered recommendations of the scientific community to the EC and the member states on how to structure, implement and organise the societal challenges in Horizon 2020. Offering the frank views of the scientific community, the

CRF II report can hopefully once more bring the scientific community, the EC together in a constructive, open dialogue on the key issue of how to govern Horizon 2020 using “best practices”, simplified rules, straightforward instruments
