In ceea ce priveste rolul Cercetdrii — Inovarii in
cadrul acestui proces, Barosso a mentionat urmadtoarele: ....ne adaptam la transformdri dinamice la
scard mondiald si, prin urmare, trebuie sd incurajdm acest dinamism inovator la scard europeand. Acesta
este motivul pentru care trebuie, de asemenea, sd investim mai mult in inovare, in tehnologie si in rolul
stiintei. Am o mare incredere in faptul cd stiinta, mintea umand si o societate creativd au capacitatea de
a rezolva problemele cu care ne confruntdm. Lumea se confruntd cu schimbdri dramatice. Cred cd, atdt in
Europa, cdt si in afara acesteia, multe din solutiile de care avem nevoie vor fi oferite de noile studii
stiintifice si de noile tehnologii. Si as dori ca Europa sd aibd un rol de lider la nivel mondial in aceastd
privintd. Tot din acest motiv, noi - Parlamentul si Comisia - am acordat o prioritate sporitd cadrului
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strategic comun ,Orizont 2020” in discutiile privind bugetul UE. Acesta este motivul pentru care utilizdm
bugetul UE pentru a investi in competente, educatie si formare profesionald, in vederea dinamizdrii si a
sprijinirii talentului; acesta este motivul pentru care am acordat o importantd deosebitd programului
Erasmus Plus.
